EPA is making federal environmental regulation
more transparent by providing on-line information
as soon as the agency begins the development
of a new rule.

Starting April 2008, EPA is using Action Initiation
Lists (AILs) to notify the public about new rules
and other regulatory actions. AlLs will be posted
on the EPA Web site at roughly the end of each
month; each will describe those actions that were
approved for commencement during the given
month. Formerly, the public had to wait for EPA's
Semiannual Regulatory Agenda, which s
updated only every six months, to learn about
new regulatory actions.

The AlLs provide summaries, agency contacts,
and other information about the rules EPA has
approved for development. For example, the
March 2008 AIL announces the agency's plans to
issue an advanced notice of proposed
rulemaking for greenhouse gases in late spring.
This notice will solicit public input as EPA
considers the specific effects of climate change
and potential regulation of greenhouse gas
emissions from stationary and mobile sources
under the Clean Air Act. The March AIL also
announces the agency's plans to propose a
rulemaking that builds on EPA's existing
renewable fuels standard program. The
expansion of the program was mandated by the
2007 Energy Independence and Security Act.

The February and March 2008 AlLs are now
available. EPA expects to release the April AIL
around April 30.

Starting July 1, 2008, analytical data submitted to us
that is related to permitting or remediation must be
generated by a lab that our Texas Laboratory
Accreditation Program has accredited under the
NELAC standard for matrices, methods, and
parameters of analysis, unless:

The lab is an in-house lab and meets one of these
criteria:
The lab performs work for its owner, for
another company with a unit located on the
same site, or without compensation for a
governmental agency or charitable organi-
zation.
The lab is in another state and is accredited or
inspected by that state.

The lab is accredited under federal law.

The data are needed for emergency-response
activities and no TLAP-accredited lab is available.
The lab supplies data for which we do not offer
accreditation.

Starting July 1, 2008, we will accept analytical data for
a permitting or remediation decision only if the data
comply with all applicable rules for the regulatory
program involved and:
- the lab generating the data is NELAC-accredited by
TLAP,
we have approved an exception as described
above, or
the data were generated on or before June 30,
2008.

This policy is based on the requirements of Title 30
Texas Administrative Code Sections 25.4 and 25.6. As
well as applying to data submitted to us, this policy
applies to analytical data kept on site for review by our
staff.

Communities interested in developing
regulations to prevent the proliferation of
substandard residential developments through
adoption and enforcement of Model Subdivision
Rules (MSRs) will soon have a new tool to help
them achieve their goal.

The Texas Water Development Board (TWDB)
is creating a training CD to help local
governments learn about MSRs, which require
residential subdivision developers to follow
certain platting procedures to ensure adequate
water and wastewater infrastructure are
constructed. The CD will be available free of
charge.

The training program is a narrated presentation,
approximately 30 to 45 minutes in length, that
contains resource materials such as state laws,
agency rules, sample forms, checklists, and
frequently asked questions. “This is the first
time the TWDB has offered such a tool,” says
Joe Reynolds, the TWDB attorney who reviews
community compliance with MSR as part of the
application process for financial assistance
through the Economically Distressed Areas
Program (EDAP). “Not only do we want local
government officials to take this training, but the
legal, engineering, and other professional staff
working in the platting process can learn how to
put the rules into practice.

By law, counties adjacent to the Texas-Mexico
border are required to adopt and enforce
MSRs. Any county or city that seeks EDAP
financial assistance from the TWDB must adopt
and enforce MSRs. In addition, any county that
has an entity within it that seeks EDAP
assistance must also adopt and enforce MSRs.
