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What to do with your compact fluorescent light bulbs
when they (eventually) expire? Take them to Home
Depot. The major retailer has announced it will take
these bulbs for recycling at any Home Depot
customer service desk (no matter where the bulb was
purchased) as long as the bulk is intact. CFL bulbs
are quickly becoming popular because they use far
less energy, create less heat, and last 10 times
longer compared to a standard incandescent bulb.
But, the CFL bulbs contain mercury and should
neither be thrown in the household trashcan nor
placed in landfills. The Home Depot program gives
these bulbs a place to go safely. Other stores that will
take the bulbs include True Value Hardware.

For those who did not attend the Texas
Environmental Super Conference in August, |
wanted to provide you a brief summary of some
of the important EPA updates that were
announced at this conference.

First, Matt Hale, the Director of EPA’s Office of
Solid Waste, emphasized how important
recycling was going to become for EPA.
Pursuant to this, EPA will be finalizing the
proposed revisions to the definition of solid waste
(also known as the recycling rule) that is
expected to significantly broaden exemptions
from the definition of solid waste (and therefore
hazardous waste). This rule is supposed to be
signed and issued in the month of August.

EPA is also working on revisions to its rules that
would broaden the types of hazardous waste that
can be recycled by burning for energy recovery
as a fuel. EPA is proposing to judge whether
these hazardous waste fuels will be authorized
for use by determining whether the air emissions
from the hazardous waste fuel will be significantly
different than existing emissions from facilities
that wish to burn the hazardous waste fuel.

Matt Hale also indicated that the Office of Solid
Waste has received authority to run the PCB
cleanup and disposal program. Matt indicated
that this would make PCB cleanup management
more similar to management of hazardous
wastes. Currently, PCBs are managed under
separate remediation regulations that are in
many ways different than those for hazardous
waste.

Steve Gilrein, the deputy director of EPA Region
VI's Enforcement Division, noted at the
conference that EPA Region VI will treat the
states within its regions as partners, and will give
to the state the primary responsibility for
enforcement of environmental laws. EPA Region
VI will reserve for itself only those sites that have
significant human health impacts. In other words,
EPA will focus on those issues that could cause
large environmental harm.  Most interestingly,
Steve indicated that EPA Region VI will begin
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focusing on air exposure pathways. For example,
he indicated that the agency would begin looking in
detail at facilities with surface impoundments that
may emit air emissions near communities. He
indicated that EPA may begin modeling the
potential for unacceptable risks to community
areas from air emissions from industrial facilities.

With the upcoming change in administration on the
federal level and EPA’s announced changes, the
future looks to be full of excitihng and new
challenges for the regulated industry.

Hoping to become the “greenest technology
company on the planet,” Dell announced recently
at a conference in Houston that it was the first
computer company to join an organization
working to accelerate the global transition to a
low-carbon economy.

The move to join The Climate Group followed
announcements last year that Dell had partnered
with The Conservation Fund and Carbonfund.org
to plant trees on behalf of customers to offset the
carbon dioxide produced from the electricity
needed to power their computers.

The “Plant a Tree for Me” program — using trees
to absorb carbon dioxide from the atmosphere
and convert it into oxygen — is part of a larger
commitment by the Round Rock-based company
to go “carbon neutral” through energy
efficiencies, renewable power purchases, and
carbon offsets.

“We offered that program because we believe
customers want to do something for the
environment that is easy to do, has an immediate
impact, and that they could relate to,” Dell
spokesman Bryant Hilton said. “So tree planting,
for the average customer, just sort of makes
sense. Really, our vision is we want to be the
greenest technology company, and our belief is
we can have a much bigger impact if we partner
with our customers and suppliers to meet that
goal.”

As concerns about greenhouse gas emissions
have become an issue du jour and taken a central
role in the presidential race, a growing number of
companies throughout the nation and world are
beginning to take steps to reduce their emissions
of carbon dioxide and other gases that scientists
say are contributing to climate change.

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As we move into what is typically the busiest
part of the hurricane season, it is important to
know the proper procedures to protect
computer and other electronic office
equipment in case of severe weather. To
protect computing equipment during a severe
storm or hurricane, computer users should do

the following:

Unplug all computer hardware and move it
toward the middle of the room since water
tends to run down walls. If possible, move
equipment to a secure, windowless room. Do
not put any equipment directly on the floor.

Cover microcomputers, terminals, printers,
etc. with plastic bags. Note that before
removing the bags after the weather threat
has passed, individuals should touch
something metal to discharge any static
electricity. If not, the electrical charge could
possibly damage the computer.

Leave telephones plugged in and place it in a
closed desk drawer. Alternately, cover them
with a plastic bag as described above.

Protect other materials, including computer
disks and tapes, from potential leaks as
necessary.

As always, back up data and store a copy off-
site in case of damage to equipment.
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Starting in September, Texas will get its first
statewide computer recycling program.

Based on state legislation passed last year, the
TCEQ is preparing to implement a program that
provides for the collection, reuse, and/or recycling
of used computer equipment.

The program is aimed at computer equipment that
was purchased primarily for personal or home
business use.

Manufacturers will be required to take back their
own brands of desktops, laptops, monitors,
keyboards, and mouse devices—at no cost to
consumers at the time of recycling.

Retailers, including those on the Internet, may only
sell the computer brands for which the
manufacturers have submitted recovery plans to
the TCEQ and verified that they have compliant
collection programs.

The new program addresses a nationwide trend in
which millions of personal computers become
obsolete each year. The proliferation of used
electronics is generating concerns over where such
products end up. Computer equipment can contain
potentially hazardous or toxic substances, which
need to be managed responsibly.

This summer, the TCEQ will compile a list of
computer manufacturers that meet the program
requirements. Some manufacturers already offer
take-back programs for their customers.

By Sept. 1, the agency will post information online
to _inform consumers how and where to return
equipment for recycling. The TCEQ Web site will
also link to computer manufacturers' pages and to
information on computer reuse.
